The screws provided are for mounting the blind
to a wood surface only. For other surfaces, use
the following:
B Wallboard or Plastic - Pre-drill holes for
suitable hallow wall anchors or toggle bolts.

B Metal Surfaces - Pre-drill holes and use short
metal screws.

B For Concrete, Stone, Brich or Tile -
Use a carbide drill and appropriate plugs,
or anchor with screws.

(For Extra Large or Wide Blinds)

I your blind is wider than 50 inches or larger
than 50 square feet in area, additonal installa-
tion brackets (evenly spaced) must be installed.

B Brackers should be spaced no more than
60 inches apart,
